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Qualified Lawyers Transfer Test (QLTT)
Many thanks for your recent enquiry. 
What is the QLTT?

As you probably know, the QLTT is one of the Solicitors Regulation Authority’s approved sets of assessments, which foreign registered lawyers and UK barristers must pass in order to practise as a solicitor in England or Wales.

The QLTT consists of 4 different assessments or “Heads” as follows:

Head I

Property (Probate and Conveyancing)

Head II

Litigation (Civil or Criminal)

Head III
-
Professional Conduct and Accounts

Head IV
-
Common Law
You will be sent a broad guideline of the study areas approximately 2 weeks before each test. 

The number of Heads that you will have to sit will depend on the country in which you qualified as a lawyer. 
The following is a general guide: 

· Head I - Scottish, American, Israeli, Nigerian, South African and EU lawyers must sit Head I. 

· Head II - All UK and most Commonwealth re-qualifying lawyers are exempt from Head II, but American or EU lawyers are not.

· Head III - With the exception of Scottish Lawyers, all candidates (including English barristers) must take Head III.

· Head IV - Lawyers from civil law countries must take Head IV.

What do I need to do to pass the QLTT?
Step 1 - Apply for Certificate of Eligibility

Applications for Certificates of Eligibility under the QLTT closed on 31st August 2010. If you already have your Certificate of Eligibility you need to go to Step 2 below.
If you have not already got your certificate, you will have to apply under the new QLTS regulations which came in on 1st September 2010. Please visit the SRA website for further details: http://www.sra.org.uk/solicitors/qlts.page
Step 2 - Application for the Test 

Once you have your CE, the next step is to register with us. You do not need to have received your CE before registering but please remember that you cannot sit any Heads of the Test until you have given us a certified copy of the CE (you will need to bring the original with you on each day of assessment). 

The registration fee is £235 plus VAT. We will book you on to Test dates for the Head(s) that you need to sit, on a date and at a venue to suit you and invoice you for the registration fee and £85 plus VAT test fee(s) (per test for Heads I – III) and/or £210 plus VAT test fee (for Head IV). This invoice must be paid within 28 days of issue or before you sit the test(s), whichever is the sooner. Payment of the fees also secures your place on your relevant test(s).

You must pay the registration fee of £235 + VAT whether you sit one, two, three or all four Heads with us. This is an annual fee and will allow you to resit as many times as your need to within 12 months. You must also pay a test fee of £85 + VAT per Head (and/or £210 + VAT for Head IV) each time you sit the test, including re-sits. 

Step 3 - Distance Learning and Revision Day

Whilst there are no compulsory tuition or distance learning requirements for the QLTT, many students find our Distance Learning Materials and Revision Days of particular use when preparing for the various Heads of the Test.  You should decide whether you would benefit from these materials and this tuition.

Step 4 - The Test

You then need to sit the relevant Heads of the Test. 

As the QLTT is a test of aptitude rather than memory, it is an open book exam which means that you will be allowed to take into the assessment certain Permitted Materials.   You will be tested on your knowledge of the law as it is in force on the day so up-to-date study materials are a must.  

Candidates are reminded that, to pass the test they must satisfy the examiners that their proficiency in English is at the standard needed to practise as a solicitor in England and Wales.

Candidates can choose to spread the different Heads over however many sittings they wish.  
Step 5 - What happens next?

Results are typically sent to candidates around 6 - 8 weeks after the assessment date.  
Everyone seeking admission as a solicitor in England and Wales on or after 1st of September 2006 will be subject to a criminal records check for any spent and current convictions, police cautions, reprimands and final warnings in the UK and abroad. The individual applying for admission must pay a fee of £47 for the check. 

You will need to call the Solicitors Regulation Authority contact centre 3 months in advance of your anticipated admission date to request a CRB application and an AD1 application for admission to the roll.  We will no longer be providing you with the forms.  You also need to be aware that it may be necessary for you to obtain a CRB or Police check from a country other than the UK if you have lived overseas for any period during the previous 5 years. Failure to complete the form will result in admission being delayed or refused. 

Applicants are encouraged to declare any criminal involvement which might affect their suitability to qualify as a solicitor. Failure to do so will be viewed as a serious failure to comply with Law Society pre-admission requirements. 

If the check reveals a potential obstacle to admission, the matter will be investigated and dealt with before the application is progressed.
